Math Multiplication Test

The first Multiplication test that the students took came home on Monday.  Many of the tests were not as good as they could have been.  Therefore, there will be a retest on Nov. 5th.  The students may redo all of the problems that they missed on the first test, get it signed by a parent and turn it in to Mrs. Mann by Thursday of this week to get 10 points of extra credit on the retest.  If your child scored an A on the first test they do not need to retest but may also get the 10 points of extra credit by redoing anything they missed (including bonus)and turning it in signed to me.  Those not retesting will get the same grade on the second test that they got on the first (adding the 10 points extra credit if the test is corrected, signed and returned to me).
SPELLING:

Student progress will be more closely monitored by an individualized spelling system that will increase their spelling, word knowledge, and reading abilities. This will begin the week of November 1st and continue for the remainder of the year unless another system change is seen as more suitable.  

Reading Log:

The students were to record their nightly reading in their planners and have their guardians sign.  Many students have completed this task, but several others have not.  It is for these reasons that we will transition into a traditional, paper form of a reading log. The students have a reading log currently in their trappers and have been asked to start logging their reading on it.  The month of November is on the reverse side and will be completed starting 11/1 for a grade. Not having their reading logged for the designated nights is the equivalent to not having their homework and they will lose a chip.
